Dear Parents

I would like to take this opportunity to remind Parents of the school’s Safeguarding procedures and would appreciate your assistance to ensure these may be carried out effectively:

Procedures at the start of the school day: As we begin another new academic year it is extremely important that children arrive in the playground ready for when the whistle is blown at 8.50 a.m.  Please note that staff supervision of pupils does not commence until 08.50 and that children left unsupervised before that are done so at the Parents own risk.
The doors of the school are locked when all the children are inside and latecomers should come into school via the front entrance.  

In the event of bad weather can I suggest that you time your arrival for when the whistle is blown.

For Health & Safety reasons, Parents are asked to leave the playground once the whistle is blown. Staff will escort the children to the classroom. 
Procedures at the end of the school day:

· Pupils in KS1 must be collected by an adult.  KS1 children will not be released to an in-school sibling or siblings who are under 15 years old.
· Pupils in Years 3 & 4 are not permitted to leave school un-escorted.  

· Pupils in Years 5 & 6 will be permitted to leave school to walk home without adult supervision providing Parents have completed the consent slip at the bottom of this letter.  To ensure your child is not delayed at the end of the day, it would be appreciated if the slip could be completed and returned by tomorrow, Friday 8th September.
N.B. for clarification purposes this includes walking to meet Parents at the school gates and/or at bottom of Boothroyd Drive.

After-school clubs:  
· Children may not walk home alone at 4.30 p.m. without prior agreement.

· If your child is not attending their after-school activity, please send a short note or telephone message to the office.  Each club has its own register and to assist the club leader with their registration process, the admin staff will update the register throughout the school day.  Should your child not arrive for their club and without explanation, a telephone call will be made to ascertain the child’s whereabouts.
· To enable us to be certain who is on school premises at any time, Parents are asked to wait outside the locked gates until the session ends. The club leader will directly ‘hand-over’ your child when the club has finished. 

· Parents of children attending after-school clubs and activities are respectfully asked not to come inside to collect children and/or to open the door to allow other Parents inside.

Thank you for assisting us with our procedures at school which in turn, help us to keep your children safe.
