HOMEWORK – YEAR 3 

Please find below details of your child’s homework.  We thank you in anticipation of your support, which we firmly believe will make a huge difference to the progress of your child this year.  
The recommended time allocation for homework for a child of this age is 90 minutes per week. Reading is also recommended in addition as a habit. Please do not worry if your child does not complete their homework in the allocated time. We ask that you please sign your child’s homework to confirm they have spent the recommended time on it whether completed or not.
Homework Diaries: Children are given clear instructions for their homework in their diary each week.  Homework diaries are for communication purposes with parents.  Children should bring them into school each Friday to be checked by the class teacher. Please sign your child’s diary each week to indicate your child has completed all their homework.

Reading: Children are encouraged to spend a little time reading each evening to an adult and record progress in their reading diaries – a love of books and the regular opportunity to spend quiet moments in sustained reading will improve your child’s literacy skills and in particular their quality of writing. Children can change their books everyday. Your child will have a reading target to encourage them to read independently. Every child is encouraged to read for 15 minutes every night.

Spellings:  Each week your child will receive spellings in a spelling book which they take home to learn.  The spellings are given each Monday and a test is given a week later. Please ensure your child brings their spelling book to school with them every Monday.
English:  Each Friday your child will receive a piece of English homework to be returned by the following Friday. Pupils should spend approximately 30 minutes completing their English homework.

Numeracy: Each Friday your child will receive a piece of Mathematics homework to be completed by Friday of the following week. In addition please encourage your child to use the ‘Abacus World’ programme on a regular basis at home. Pupils should spend approximately 30 minutes completing their numeracy homework.
Timestables:  Each week your child will be given a timestable to learn. They will bring home this timestable on a Monday with the test being the following Monday. 

Science:  Each half-term we study a different topic. CGP books relating to the topic for that half term will be provided by school so that pupils may complete set pages at home each week for the following Friday. 
Christian Value homework:  Each half-term one piece of homework will be a family orientated challenge that links to the current Christian value that children have explored in Key Stage assemblies. Please note there will be no literacy and numeracy homework in addition to this task. 
Optional Independent Study: Each term your child may opt to complete a study of their own focussing on aspects of their own choice around a given subject.  The topic for each term is as follows:

Autumn term: Pupil Choice.  Spring term: Henry the Eighth.  Summer term: The Romans

The children can use any available resource, including items from educational visits, library books and the Internet, but they must not just print out web pages.  The work might include: a front page, index, personal introduction, mind maps, titles and sub-titles, labelled diagrams, personal opinions, factual information, timelines and glossary.  

However, your child may wish to present their topic in a creative way such as making a photo diary, using powerpoint, making a model or a board game or use an idea of their own.

This study is on-going, lasting all term – studies must be handed in by the first week back after each half-term when prizes will be awarded for the most outstanding studies in a Friday Worship Assembly.
