Re: SCHOOL MILK
If your child is having a bottle of school milk, payment for the Autumn term (01.09.18 – 31.12.18 incl) is now due. 
Due to the complex way milk is subsidised throughout school by both the Nursery Milk Scheme and the Rural Payments Agency, the amount due is as follows:


1.  Pupils in the EYFS: The Department of Health’s Nursery Milk Scheme funds milk for children under the age of 5 years old and schools may re-claim the cost of milk for pupils in the EYFS up until they turn five. 

To assist with the administration of school milk payments at our school, pupils in the EYFS will receive free milk until the end of the term in which they reach five years old. 

After that should you wish your child to continue receiving a bottle of milk, payment for the term ahead will be required as follows:  


Children in the EYFS who celebrate their 5th birthday:

· between 01.09.18 – 31.12.18 will start paying for their child’s milk at the beginning of the Spring term

· between 01.01.19 – 31.03.19 will start paying for their child’s milk at the beginning of the Summer term

· between 01.04.19 – 31.08.19 will start paying for their child’s milk at the beginning of the Autumn term

This means that:

· If your child’s birthday is between 01.09.18 – 31.12.18 they will receive a bottle of milk free of charge in the Autumn term, as it is eligible for subsidy by the Nursery Milk Scheme.

2.  Pupils in Years 1 – 6: The Rural Payments Agency subsidises the cost of milk for pupils in the EYFS who have reached five years old and pupils in Years 1 – 6. 

The cost of milk for the Autumn term including the subsidy, will be £13.30. 

May we encourage Parents to make payment via our online system or by cheque made payable to Idle CE (A) Primary School by Friday 14th September at the latest. It is with regret that payment not received by that date will result in your child not receiving milk until after the October break. Please note this is a definitive deadline date and will not be extended. Payment for more than thirty pupils failed to be made last term despite several reminders from school and reassurances from Parents. You will appreciate that this cost has to be absorbed by the school and takes funding away from other critical learning areas of the school budget. 

Please feel free to speak to either Mrs Craven or Mrs Ayre in confidence if you feel you may encounter difficulty in meeting the deadline date. Thank you.
Children who are entitled to free school meals via the welfare benefits system are also entitled to a free bottle of milk.
