Year 3 Yellow - Educational Visit to York

Year 3Y pupils will be studying the Vikings during this half term for their National Curriculum History studies.  As part of this work we have organised a special visit to the Yorkshire Museum in York on Thursday 11th October 2018.
The coach is due to leave school at 08.30 a.m. prompt and parents are asked to ensure pupils arrive at school for registration at 8.15 a.m.  We hope to return by 3.45 p.m. but, as you will appreciate, traffic conditions can vary, so please take this as an approximate time of return.

The children should wear their school sweatshirt/cardigan along with either tracksuit bottoms/leggings and comfortable footwear. Pupils will need to bring a packed lunch in a bag/rucksack and two drinks, which should be in a carton or plastic container – no glass bottles please.  

Travel sickness can be a problem for some children.  If you know your child suffers in this way, please provide them with the necessary medication to take at an appropriate time.  In addition, parents are asked to ensure that children who require inhalers or prescribed medication are catered for.

The cost of the visit will be £16.85 per child, which includes transport, entry fees and insurance.

There is no obligation to contribute and no pupil will be omitted from the visit but if sufficient contributions are not received, the visit may have to be cancelled.  Online payments are preferred or cheques made payable to Idle C.E. (A.) Primary School.

Extra adult help is always appreciated on educational visits.  Whilst we are extremely grateful for offers of help, it should be noted that it is not school policy for Parents to be placed in the same group as their child and that the Class Teacher holds ultimate responsibility for the Pastoral care of all pupils. 

Volunteers should have stamina; be in good health and be prepared to pro-actively involve themselves in the timetable for the day. You will be allocated a small group of children which you are asked to accompany and supervise at all times.
